With Habitat Waukesha's tremendous growth, volunteer needs 

continued to expand, and the Waukesha County community 

answered the call! We received record amounts of volunteers and 

volunteer hours in 2017 to help build homes, run the ReStore, and 

work in the office. Volunteers on the family selection committee 

recommended the hard-working families who became 

homeowners, while the marketing committee helped plan three 

major events. 

 

We are especially grateful for the dedication and determination of 

our core construction volunteers and the many other groups from 

churches, corporations and small businesses that support Habitat 

for Humanity with an abundance of volunteer hours to tackle the 

work necessary to build or renovate the homes. 

We started our current and largest project to date in Spring 

2017 ï a revitalization of White Rock Avenue which is a 

gateway between Frame Park and Downtown Waukesha. 

Over the next year, Habitat families and volunteers will help 

build or rehab several more homes on this prominent street. 

You are helping us create a lasting impact in the City of 

Waukesha! Homes values will increase; downtown 

businesses will see a positive impact and most importantly, 

families will experience strength, stability and self-reliance 

as they become homeowners. 

We are part of an international 

organization that builds homes 

across the world. In fact, 

Habitat for Humanity is one of 

the largest home builders in the 

world.  

For every home we build in 

Waukesha, we tithe 10% of our 

funds to building 

internationally ï essentially 

building one home in another 

country for every home we 

build here. And you can be part of thaté literally!
